Salamun Alekum,

Dear brothers, this year in Ramzan-ul-Mubrak | was reading only translation of the Holy Quran
to understand it better because of my limited knowledge of Arabic language. In the whole
Quran I did not find in any verse that says that believing in Allah or submitting to Islam will help
us on the day of judgement. But | found more than a dozen verses in which Allah says that
those who believe in Allah, in the Day of judgement, submit to Islam and do good deed are
assured of safety on the day of judgement. One more year of our life has passed and we have to
look back and see what good deeds we have done to save ourselves from the fire of hell. Be-
cause only accepting Islam or being born in a Muslim family, or being a Shia or Syed (decedents
of Imams) is not enough to save us from fire of hell. We all know the fate of Hazrat Noah’s son
and wife. Every individual will be judged by his own deeds. Quran declares that Firoan was a
biggest sinner but his wife who was a believer will enter paradise. So being related to a sinner
or a pious person will not be criteria for getting the punishment or reward on the day of judge-
ment.

We, Muslims, believe in Quran and we all believe that we will be brought to life again on the
day of judgement (Qiyamat). Reality of charity is not to give something and take it back. When
we give anything to the needy, we do not take it back from them. Would Allah, having given life
to human, take it away from him? No! Man has been created for eternity. He has to work in this
world, for the eternal life hereafter, to be either in bliss and enjoyment or in misery and suffer-
ing. The life in this world is only the chance given to every individual man and woman to pre-
pare and build his or her own heaven or hell. He who believe in the True Lord and does good to
others in this life shall get the unending blissful life in heaven and if he fails, his eternal life
eternal will be horrible and full of suffering and terrible tortures. God is the best judge to know
the truth about each individual, be it open or concealed. Man forgets that the Lord is ever
watchful of him for his motive as well as his deeds and intentions.

Now the question is what are the good deeds which please Allah and what are the bad deeds
which displease him? We will have to know this from the Holy Quran and sayings of Masoomins
(a.s.). In Surah Al-Hujurat it is mentioned that a muslim is ordained to help his muslim brother
as much as he could do to his own brother. If there be a quarrel between any two muslims, it’s
a duty of muslim individual & the community to try to reconciliation it. The sixth Holy Imam
Jafar ibne Muhamma As-Sadiq (a.s.) said “The charity which God loves the most, i.e., re-estab-
lishing peace and harmony between two quarrelling men or groups.” The Holy Prophet said
that the reward for effecting reconciliation and re-establishing peace and harmony between
two quarrelling parties or individuals would be equal to that of “Jihad”.
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And in the contrary, if someone makes two people quarrel then we can understand the conse-
quences.

The Holy Prophet said to Hazrat Imam Ali (a.s.) O’ Ali:

Go a mile to enquire about the sick.

2. Go two miles along with a funeral of a believer.

3. Gothree miles accepting an invitation to please the believer - brother.

4.  Go four miles to meet the one whom thou hast called thy brother in faith.
5.  Go five miles to relieve one in distress.

6. Go six miles to help an oppressed or aggressed.

7.  And be thou always seeking the protection and the forgiveness of Allah.

So we should not think that by embracing Islam, we have obliged Allah. We will have to do
good deeds in order to please our Lord. Every individual is responsible for his or her own ac-
tions irrespective of any distinction whatsoever. Everyone will be resurrected on the Day of
Judgement. To raise the dead again to life is not difficult for God who created everything from
nothing. We should regularly recite the Holy Quran in order to know what good and bad deeds
are: An intelligent recital of the Holy Book will re-affirm and re-enforce faith in the All merciful
and All Mighty Lord and turn your life on earth holy and heavenly and will not only earn the
divine blessings for you but will turn yourself, a blessing to the world.

In order to please Allah and fulfil one of our obligations, Imamia Welfare & Cultural Associa-
tion (IW&CA) have been trying to do some of the good deeds for last seven years and hope and
pray Allah will accept whatever little work the Association is doing on behalf of its members
and all those who have contributed in whatever form for this noble cause.

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The aims and objects for which the society is established are as under:

1. To organize seminars and discourses throughout the year to highlight
sacrifice made by Masoomeens (A.S.) and other eminent historical per-
sonalities in achieving the true goal of humanity.

e Duas is the weapon of the believer.

e The Salat achieves acceptance if accompanied with duas. Especially the Tasbih e Zehra is
very beneficial.

e Presence of heart is essential for a dua, Recitations of mere words without the longing of
the heart is insufficient. We have to be in a state of seeking/begging from the All power-
ful creator.

e Duas can be in any language BUT using those words used by his chosen servants have
greater effect.

e Duas with the references of HIS chosen people & recitation of Salwaat before & After dua
have greater effect.

e Duas don’t reach the level of acceptance due to our sins (refer Dua Kumail words) espe-
cially those where we have not given the rights of other believers, including Khums, Cut-
ting of relations with relatives etc.

e We need to pray to HIM so that HE bestows on us a state where our hopes are ONLY from
HIM 100% (Ingitah state, cut off from all other sources). This state is sought by the learned
& pious.

e We need to ask from/remember HIM in every small / insignificant thing too & then HE
will answer in our bigger crisis situation as well.

e Scientists acknowledge that Duas have a positive impact on the well being of the indi-
vidual (though Islam is not dependent upon certification of this from scientists)

e Duas without action is inappropriate, e.g. praying for rizq but without making any efforts
in that direction will not produce results.
Ulema mention that there are 3 situations (Maslehats) in regards to Dua.

— HE will give whether we ask for it or not
— HE will NOT give whether we ask or not
— HE will give ONLY if we ask

We do not know, which sought after condition / thing falls in which of the above 3 categories &
hence we pray for everything. All prayers have rewards in the hereafter.

In the 3rd category too there are those things which HE gives but AFTER a period of time (e.g.
Musa (as) dua to drown Firon was answered after 30 years), or HE gives only if the asking is for
x no of times e.g. HE will give if asked for from HIM for say 25 times.

® HE gives sometimes very quickly if he does NOT like the method used by seeker.

e HE delays the giving if HE likes the voice /method of the seeker so that he continues to
ask of HIM.

Sura No. 2 Bagarah : Ayat 216 says :”And it may be that you dislike a thing while it is good for
you, and it may be that you love a thing while it is evil for you, and Allah knows, while you do
not know.”

Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) was uncle of our beloved Prophet Mohammad (sawaw) and father of
Imam Ali (a.s). Our Holy Prophet (sawaw) being an orphan since his infancy, Hazrat Abu Talib
(a.s) took the responsibility of up-bringing the holy Prophet. Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s) used to love
and give preference to the Holy Prophet (a.s) over his own children and was the first and the
biggest protector of the Holy Prophet along with his children’s.

In Sura waz-Zuha, Allah (swt) says: “Alam yajidka yateeman fa aawa” — “Did he not find you
orphan and give you shelter?” (93, 6). In major tafaseer of both Shia and Sunni ulemas, it is
stated that this ayat refers to the protection and shelter provided by Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.)
when the Prophet was an orphan. Thus, this act of Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) was called by Allah
(swt) as His (swt) own act.

When the people of Makkah tried by all the means, including offering money, marriage, status
and intimidation, to stop the Holy Prophet (sawaw) from preaching the true religion, it was
only Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) and his immediate family who provided full support to the Prophet
(sawaw) and gave him protection in that delicate era of Islam, when the religion of Allah was
just being introduced to the mankind and the forces of evil where bent to destroy it.

When the Mushrakeen-e-Makkah saw they couldn’t stop the Holy Prophet (sawaw) because of
Hazrat Abu Talib (as) support, the Makkan decided to isolate by means of social boycott the
family of the Holy Prophet (sawaw). Hazrat Abu Talib (as) took his family and the family of the
Holy Prophet (sawaw) to a place called Shaib-Abi-Talib, just outside Makkan and they lived in
isolation for 3 years when nobody would sale or barter anything with the family of the Holy
Prophet (sawaw) along with the family of Hazrat Abu Talib (as). During those hard and painful
three years of social boycott Hazart Abu Talib (a.s.) used to place his sons in sleeping place of
Prophet Mohammad (sawaw) during the night so that if there was any attack ther: his sons
would be killed but the Prophet of Islam would be saved. This period was always remember by
the Holy Prophet (sawaw) as the most painful time, it was during this time when Lady Khadija,
the Holy Prophet’s first wife died, and the Holy Prophet (swaw) lost one of the most important
supporter of his mission in spreading the true religion of Allah. Lady Khadija had helped the
Prophet with all her wealthy and she has the honor of being among the first who had accepted
Islam and she was the mother of Prophet’s dearest daughter Bibi Fatima Zahra (sa), Lady Khadija
had full trust and faith in the Holy Prophet till the last moment of her life.

Abdul Muttalib

Abdul Muttalib, who dug the well of Zam Zam, had ten sons. Abdullah, the Prophet’s father
and Abu Talib, Prophet’s uncle where among the children’s of Abdul Muttalib. Abdullah died a
short while before the birth of Our Master Muhammad [s], therefor the Holy Prophet was born
an orphan. When his mother died, he was six years old. So, his grandfather Abdul Muttalib
took care of him. He liked him very much. He thought that Muhammad [s] would be a Prophet.
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Abdul Muttalib was righteous. He followed Ibrahim’s and Ismael’s religion. He advised his sons
to follow good manners. On his death bed, Abdul Muttalib said to his sons: “A grandson of
mine will be a Prophet. So, he who will be present at his time must believe in him.” Then he
turned to his son, Abu Talib, and whispered in his ear: “Abu Talib, Muhammad will be of great
importance. So support him with your hand and tongue.

The Guardian

Our Master Muhammad [s] was 8 years of age when his grandfather Abdul Muttalib died. So,
his uncle, Abu Talib took care of him. Abu Talib’s name was Abdul Munaf. His mother’s name
was Fatima bint Amru. She belonged to the Bani Makhzum tribe. Abu Talib was named Shaikh
al-Bat-ha. Our Master Muhammad [s] lived with his uncle. His uncle treated him kindly. Fatima
bint Asad, his uncle’s wife, treated him kindly, too. She preferred him to all of her sons. So, our
Master Muhammad [s] grew with a good family. Abu Talib’s love for his nephew increased day
by day because of his good manners and great politeness.

The Good News

Abu Talib had heard good news from the people of the Book (the Jews and the Christians). The
good news was that a Prophet would appear very soon. So, he took care of his nephew very
much. He thought that he would be a Prophet. So, he didn’t leave him alone. When Abu Talib
wanted to go on a business trip to Sham (Syria), he took our Master Muhammad [s] with him.
Muhammad was nine years of age then. In Busra, a city situated on the road of the trade cara-
vans, there was an abbey. A monk lived in the abbey. The monk’s name was Buhaira. He was
always looking forward to the appearance of a new Prophet whose time approached. When
the monk looked at Muhammad, he realized that he would be the promised Prophet because
he had the personality and expression of a Prophet. The monk began looking at the Makkan
boy’s face very carefully. Meanwhile, the good news from Jesus Christ sounded in his mind.
The monk asked Abu Talib about the boy’s name. So, Abu-Talib said:”His name’s Muhammad.”
The monk became very humble at this holy name. So, he said to Abu Talib: “Go back to Makkah.
Protect your nephew from the enemies because he’ll be of great importance!”Abu Talib came
back to Makkah. He adored Muhammad. He was very careful of his safety.

The Happy Marriage

Abu Talib had a big family. He spent a lot of his money on the poor. In time, he too became
poor. Our Master Muhammad [s] felt that he had to help his uncle. So, he decided to take job as
salesman for Lady Khadijah’s to trade her merchandise to Sham. The trip was successful. Our
Master Muhammad [s] was very honest and trustworthy and he would return anything given
to him in trust to the owner. This made Khadijah think of about him. So, she asked him to marry
her. Abu Talib was very pleased with that suggestion. Therefor the family of the Holy Prophet
(sawaw) of Bani Hashim, and Hamza bin Abdul Muttalib, one of our Master Muhammad’s uncle,
went to ask for Khadijah’s hand from her family. Abu-Talib said: “Praise be to Allah who has
made us of Ibrahim’s and Ismael’s sons, made a protected house and a safe sanctuary for us,
and made our country blessed.” Then he added: “My nephew Muhammad bin Abdullah is the
best and greatest man of all the Quraish. Besides, he’s better than money because money is
perishable. He likes Khadijah and she likes him. By Allah, he’ll be of great importance. Khadijah’s
dowry is of my money.” Muhammad [s] and Khadijah got married. The years passed.
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Allah gave Abu Talib a new baby. The baby’s name was Ali. Our Master Muhammad [s] wanted
to relieve his uncle’s worries. So, he went to his uncle’s house to take Ali to his house.

Jibreel

The years passed. Abu Talib became seventy years of age. Our Master Muhammad [s] was
forty years of age. Muhammad used to go to cave called Hira every day. In that year, Jibreel
came down from the sky. Our Master Muhammad [s] heard him saying: “Read! Read! In the
name of your Lord who created. He created man from a clot. Read and your Lord is most Hon-
orable, who taught (to write) with the pen, taught man what he knew not”. Then Jibreel said:
Muhammad, you’re Allah’s Messenger and I’'m Jibreel. Muhammad came back from Hira hold-
ing the Mission of the Heavens. His wife, Khadijah, believed in him. His cousin Ali bin Abu Talib
believed in him, too. One day, while our Master Muhammad [s] was praying and Ali was be-
hind him, Abu Talib came and said kindly: My nephew, what are you doing? The Prophet [s]
replied: “We’re praying to Allah according to the religion of Islam”. Abu Talib said happily:
There’s no harm in what you’re doing. Then he said to his son Ali: Ali, support your cousin. He
does nothing but good.

The Supporter

Although Abu Talib was an old man, he strongly stood by Muhammad’s Mission. He was al-
ways protecting him from the Quraishi polytheists. A big number of the Makkans believed in
Allah’s religion paying no attention to the worship of the idols and to the threats of the Quraishi
tyrants. One day, the Quraishi leaders came to Abu Talib though he was confined to bed. They
said angrily: Abu Talib! Keep your nephew from us because he’s weakened our thoughts and
insulted our gods. Abu Talib became sad because his people did not want to listen to the sound
of truth. So, he said to them: Give me time to speak to him. Abu Talib told our Master
Muhammad [s] the words of the Quraishi leaders. The Prophet [s] said respectfully: Uncle! |
can’t disobey my Lord’s Order. Abu Jahal, the most spiteful man, said: We’ll give him whatever
he wants of our money. Rather, we’ll make him king over us if he wants. The Prophet [s] said: |
want nothing but one word. Abu Jahal said: What'’s the word? We'll give you as ten times as it!
Our Master Muhammad [s] said: Say there’s no god but Allah. So, Abu Jahal was filled with
anger: Ask another word instead! Allah’s Prophet [s] said: If you brought me the sun and put it
in my hand, I'd not ask a word instead. There was tension. The polytheists stood up. They were
threatening our Master Muhammad [s]. Abu Talib said to our Master Muhammad: Save your
soul and don’t overburden me. The Prophets’ eyes shed tears when he answered: Uncle, by
Allah, if they put the sun in my right hand and the moon in my left hand to leave this matter, I'd
not leave it till Allah supports it or | perish for it. The Prophet [s] stood up rubbing his tears. So,
Abu Talib called him kindly and said: Nephew draw near. Our Master Muhammad [s] drew
near. His uncle kissed him and said: Nephew, go and say whatever you like. By Allah, I'll never
leave you alone. Then, he began chanting to confront the Quraishi might: By Allah, they all
won’t reach you. Till a pillow of dust will be put under my head. And till I'll be buried.

The Light of Islam

Our Master Muhammad [s] went on preaching the new religion to bring out people from dark-
ness into light. Again the Quraishi tyrants came to Abu Talib. They used another style: Abu
Talib, this is Amarah bin al-Waleed (Khalid bin al-Waleed’s brother). He’s the strongest and the
most handsome young man of all the Quraish. So, take him and give us Muhammad to kill. Abu
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Talib was sorry to hear that idea. He answered them angrily: Do you give me your son to feed
him for you, while | give you my son to kill him? Have you ever seen a she-camel take pity on
other than its young? The polytheists harm became intense. They began torturing them. Abu
Talib thought that their harm would include our Master Muhammad [s]. So, he sent for Bani
Hashim. He asked them to protect and save the Prophet [s]. They accepted but Abu Lahab. Abu
Talib heard that Abu Jahal and other polytheists tried to kill our Master Muhammad [s]. So, he
and his son Ja’far went to the hills of Makkah to look for him. They looked for him here and
there. Finally, they found him praying to Allah. In the meantime, Ali was praying on his right-
hand side. They were sad to see that there was no one with our Master Muhammad [s] but Ali.
Thus Abu Talib wanted to encourage his nephew. He turned to his son Ja’far and said: Com-
plete your cousin’s wing. Namely, pray on his left hand to feel determination, strength, and
confidence. Ja’far stood with our Master Muhammad [s] and his brother Ali to pray to Allah,
the Creator of the skies and the earth, the Lord of the Worlds. Again, Abu Talib missed our
Master Muhammad [s]. He waited for his return. But he did not come back. So, he went to look
for him. He went to the place where our Master Muhammad [s] went frequently. But he did
not find him. So, Abu Talib came back, gathered Bani Hashim together and said to them: Each
one of you must take a strong iron bar. Now follow me. When | enter the mosque, each one of
you must sit beside a Quraishi leader. He must kill him if we knew that Muhammad had been
killed. The young men of Bani Hashim obeyed Abu Talib. Each one of them sat beside a poly-
theist. Abu Talib sat waiting for our Master Muhammad [s]. Meanwhile Zaid bin Harith came
and told him that the Prophet [s] was safe. Then, Abu Talib announced his plan to punish those
who tried to hurt the Prophet [s]. The polytheists were abase. Abu Jahal kept silent. His face
became yellow with fear. Some of the polytheists urged their boys and slaves to hurt our Mas-
ter Muhammad [s]. One day, the Prophet [s] was praying. A young man came and threw the
wastes at him. The polytheists began laughing loudly. Our Master Muhammad [s] was very
unhappy. So, he went to his uncle and told him about the young man’s bad behavior. Abu Talib
became very angry. He took out his sword and came to the polytheists. He ordered his boy to
throw the wastes at their faces. They said: Abu Talib, that’s enough!

The Social boycott

When the polytheists knew that Abu Talib would not leave our Master Muhammad [s] alone
and that he was ready to die for him, they decided to announce an economic and social ban on
Bani Hashim. At the same time, they cut off all relations with them. In the month of Muharram,
the seventh year after the Prophetic Mission, forty Quraishi leaders signed the ban and fixed it
to the wall in the Ka’aba. The Quraish expected Abu Talib to surrender. But Shaikh al-Bat-ha
had another plan. Abu Talib took his tribe to a valley between two mountains to protect our
Master Muhammad [s] from assassination. He was always visiting the valley to close the open-
ings where the enemies might pass through to kill our Master Muhammad [s] at night. Abu
Talib, though old man, his brother Hamza, and some men of Bani Hashim were always guard-
ing the Prophet [s] one by one at night. Abu Talib was always moving the Prophet’s bed from
one place to another to keep it a secret. Days and months passed. The besieged were in perfect
isolation. They suffered from the pains of hunger and deprivation. When the time of pilgrim-
age came, they got out to buy some food and clothes. The richest Quraishi tyrants in Makkah
were always buying all kinds of food to prevent the besieged from buying it. During that bitter
period of time, Abu Talib was as solid as the mountain. He was always standing by our Master
Muhammad [s]. He was a fearless, resolute believer. Abu Talib loved our Master Muhammad
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[s] more than his sons. He was sometimes looking at him, weeping and saying: When | look at
him, | remember my brother Abdullah. One night, Abu Talib came and woke our Master
Muhammad [s]. He said to his son Ali aged eighteen: My son, sleep in his bed. To know his
father’s loyalty to Muhammad, Ali said: But, I'll be killed. His father said: Be patient! Eagerly Ali
said: I’'m not afraid of death. But | want you to know my support. Abu Talib patted Ali’s back. He
took our Master Muhammad [s] to a safe place to sleep in. When our Master Muhammad [s]
went to bed, Abu Talib went to bed, too. Months after months passed. The patience and hun-
ger of the besieged increased. They ate the leaves of the trees. The Prophet [s] took pity on the
hungry children.

The Good News

One day, our Master Muhammad [s] came to his uncle. He was filled with happiness. He said to
him: Uncle, my Lord ordered the white ant to eat the Ban Page. So, it’s eaten it all but Allah’s
Name. Abu Talib said happily: Has your Lord told you about that? Muhammad [s] answered:
Yes, Uncle. Abu Talib’s heart was filled with belief. So, Abu Talib stood up and went to Darul-
Nadwa, at the Kaaba, where the Quraishi leaders sat. Abu-Talib addressed the sitting persons:
Quraish! They got up for the respectful, old man. They listened to his words. They expected his
surrender and defeat because of the ban. But Shaikh al-Bat-ha said: Quraish, my nephew
Muhammad has told me that Allah ordered the white ant to eat your Ban Page. So it has eaten
it all but His Name. if he is right, the end the ban. Abu-Jahal said: And, if he was a liar? Abu
Talib answered with confidence and belief: I'll hand you my nephew. The Quraishi leaders said:
Okay. They opened the door of the Ka’aba. They found that the white ant had eaten everything
but Allah’s Name. The besieged got out of Abu Talib valley. Our Master Muhammad [s] and his
companions began preaching Islam to the pilgrims of Allah’s Holy House.

The Demise

Abu Talib was over eighty years of age. He became very invalid. So, he was confined to the bed.
He thought about nothing but our Master Muhammad [s]. He knew that if he died, the Quraish
would fear no one and they would kill his nephew. The Quraishi leaders came to visit Shaikh al-
Bat-ha. They said: Abu Talib, you’re our Shaikh and Master. You're about to die. So, put an end
to the enmity between your nephew and us. Tell him to stop hurting us. We’ll stop hurting him.
Tell him to leave us with our religion. We'll leave him with his religion. Abu Talib looked at Abu
Jahal, Abu Sufyan, and other Quraishi leaders. He said to them faintly: If you hear Muhammad'’s
words and obey his orders, you’ll be happy. So, obey him and get happiness here and in the
hereafter. The atheists stood up. Abu Jahal said with spite: Do you want us to make the gods
one god? Abu Talib was sad at the Quraishi stand. He was very anxious about our Master
Muhammad’s safety. So, he invited Bani Hashim and asked them to support our Master
Muhammad [s] at any cost They all obeyed him. Then Abu Talib closed his eyes to die soundly.
Shaikh al-Bat-ha kept silent. He became a motionless body. His son Ali wept bitter tears. Sad
cries spread all over Makkah. The atheists rejoiced at his death. Abu Jahal angrily said: It’s time
to get my revenge on Muhammad. Our Master Muhammad [s] came to say farewell. He kissed
Abu Talib’s bright forehead and murmured sadly: Uncle, may Allah have mercy on you. You
educated me when | was small, looked after me when | became an orphan, and supported me
when | became a grown-up. So, may Allah reward you a lot. Then he burst into tears. He began
recalling the days of his childhood with his kind uncle. He embraced his cousin Ali. They began
weeping together.
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The Year of Sadness

Only a few weeks passed. Khadijah, Muhammad’s wife died, too. So, our Master Muhammad
[s] named that year the Year of Sadness. The Quraish increased their harm against Muhammad
and those who believed in him. One day, a foolish person threw some dust at him. His head
was covered with dust. So, he went home. While Fatima, Muhammad’s daughter, was washing
his head, she began weeping. So, he patted her head and said: Daughter, don’t weep. Allah will
save your father. He’ll protect your father from the enemies of His religion and Mission. Jibreel
came down from the sky holding Allah’s Order. He said: Muhammad, go out of Makkah. Your
supporter has died. When the Quraish plotted to kill our Master Muhammad [s], Ali, Abu Talib’s
young son, came to sleep in his bed. He was ready to die for him. Our Master Muhammad [s]
went towards Yathrib (al-Madina al-Munawarah). From there the light of Islam started to illu-
minate the world. When the Muslims go to visit Allah’s Holy House every year, they remember
the life of Shaikh al-Bat-ha when he was always defending Allah’s religion. Muhammad is Allah’s
Apostle, and those with him are firm of heart against the unbelievers, compassionate, among
each other.

Itis not uncommon to see or hear about potential candidates meeting in private, brothers and
sisters “scoping the territory” for a spouse that looks good / attractive at Muslim events like
Maijlis / Mehfil conferences or lectures, or starting up a flirtatious conversation with someone
they are interested in. None of these things fall within the guidelines of Islam.

Below are some Islamic principles, general and specific, to consider if you will be meeting or
seeking a potential spouse for yourself or someone else at a conference, lecture, the mosque
or another event.

1. Ask yourself: Why am | getting married
‘Because all of my friends are married’, is not a legitimate reason. This is a good question to ask

even if you are meeting the person to make a final decision because it will be a reminder about
the real purpose of marriage from an Islamic perspective.

Marriage, from an Islamic perspective, is part of faith and it is part of the Sunnah of the Prophet
Muhammad (saww). As well, “my intention should be | am looking for someone with whom |
will build a family. Marriage is a commitment and relationship that starts in this Dunya (world)
and will continue Insha Allah in Paradise together.

2. Ask yourself: what am | looking for in a spouse

Prophet Muhammad (saww) said: “Men choose women for four reasons: for their money, for
their rank, for their beauty and for their religion, but marries one who is religious and you will
succeed”. This of course, applies to women as well.

However, religion it seems is not always foremost in the minds of many people. In fact, it’s
probably the last factor on too many Muslims’ list. We should think of adopting Allah in totality
instead of pick and choose approach.

3. If you’re looking for a spouse lower your gaze

This may seem like a contradiction, but it’s not. Looking for a spouse who has the right qualities
and whom you are physically attracted to does not mean throwing out the obligation to lower
the gaze for both sexes and leering or ogling the person.

“Tell the believing men to lower their gaze and be modest. That is purer for them. Lo!
Allah is aware of what they do” (Quran 24:30).

“And tell the believing women to lower their gaze and be modest, and to display of their
adornment only that which is apparent, and to draw their veils over their bosoms...” (Quran
24:31).

“Scoping the territory”, from this perspective, would not be acceptable in Islam.
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However, for the purpose of marriage looking at a potential mate is permissible (definitely
with limits) according to the Hadith:

— Narrated Jabiribn Abdullah: The Prophet (saww) said: “When one of you asked a woman
in marriage, if he is able to look at what will induce him to marry her, he should do

”

$Oqusi s

This means the two potential spouses can look at each other but not ogle or stare. There
is certainly limit on the number of times the two people can look at each other, and both should
fear Allah and remember the purpose of this is to build an Islamic family.

It is not permissible for a man to see a potential wife without Hijab, since he is not her Mahram
(a relative with whom marriage is not possible, or legally her husband); seeing her face and
hands are enough to determine attraction, although some scholars allow seeing the hair as
well.

4. Get someone to help.

Marriage is not something to throw yourself into all by yourself. Getting the help of someone,
especially parents, relatives, an Imam, and / or respected and trustworthy members of the
Muslim community to either look for the right spouse and initiate and participate in a commu-
nication process is very important

Involving others, by the way, does not mean signing over your right to say yes or no to a mar-
riage proposal. It simply increases the likelihood of finding out important information about a
prospective partner in a way that maintains rules of Islamic modesty.

Getting that third party involved also helps verify if the person you are interested in is decent,
honest and respectful. This person(s) often checks out references, asks about the individual’s
character and behaviour, and looks out for your best interest in general.

For those blessed with Muslim parents, remember that they are probably your best allies and
helpers in seeking the right husband or wife. They have known you all of your life, and have
your best interest at heart.

However, parents must be open and attentive to what their children are looking for, and never
forget the element of choice. Ultimately, it is their son or daughter who is going to make the
final decision. They must never become too pushy or aggressive, whether this pressure is be-
ing applied on their own son or daughter, or on the person s/he is interested in.

5. Always ask for references.

This is also where your “third party” comes in handy. Not only will they be able to be your
reference. They can also check out a prospective mate’s references.

A reference can include an elder who knows the brother who proposed to you, a sister who
knows the woman you may want to marry well, a family friend, a boss, a co-worker, and/or
business partner.

A note about honesty and references: the people you ask may know something not very nice
about your prospective spouse. Remind them that if they reveal this information, they would
not be backbiting from the Islamic perspective. In fact, in the case of seeking marriage, com-
plete information should be given about an individual, both good and bad.
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The advice of one of the scholar can help in this regard: There are three types of people you
can ask about a prospective mate’s character: a neighbour, business colleague or someone
who has travelled with them.

6. When you meet, don’t be alone.

Rasulullah (saww) said: “Whenever a man is alone with a woman the Shaytan makes a third”.

Also, Ibn Abbas related that Rasulullah (saww) said: “Not one of you should meet a woman
alone unless she is accompanied by a relative within the prohibited degrees”.

Meeting alone, in the hotel room of one or the other potential spouse for example, is forbid-
den. The two cannot be in a situation where no one else can see or hear them.

Instead, a discreet, chaperoned meeting should be set up. The chaperone, while allowing the
two to talk, is in the same room, for example. As well, parents or guardians should set a time
limit, a whole day, for example, is too long for this kind of a meeting.

The purpose of meeting and talking to each other must also remain within Islamic guidelines.
That means no flirtatious speech of a sexual nature on either side.Some of the topics discussed
can include each other’s interests, financial situation of the man, who is Islamically responsible
for providing for his wife and children, and the two potential spouses’ relationship with their
parents.

Conversations between potential mates cannot be talking just for the sake of talking. There
should be a firm and clear intention of either pursuing engagement and marriage, or, if one of
the two or both the man and woman feel they are not compatible, a quick end to the relation-
ship.

This ensures both sides are safe from getting hurt more than they could in this kind of a situa-
tion and remain within the bounds of Islam, Insha Allah.

Some most important point:

— With regards to questions pertaining to a person’s sexual history (for example, has s/
he had a boy/girlfriend, does s/he have any type of sexually transmitted diseases), these
things have to be investigated at the very beginning, when the communication for
marriage begins. This is not something that should be brought up at the last stage.

— Other topics that should also be discussed at the early stages include level of Islamic
knowledge and practice, future career and education plans, home making skills and
where the couple will live right after marriage and in the future (state and/or country).

— The couple can even get a blood test to ensure both are healthy. Some states even
require this before marriage.

Seeking marriage is something highly recommended in Islam. While looking for a potential
mate should be something Muslims help each other with, this cannot be done at the expense
of Islamic rules pertaining to modesty and respect between the sexes.

In view of the Transient &Temporary & uncertain nature of our lives ,as in a’ Transit Lounge’
waiting for the time of departure, our focus, priorities are to be fixed on the requirements at
‘destination’ (Place of Stay), rather than acquisition of materials to be left behind in the lounge(
Place of Halt).

O Young people value & use your youth before old age sets in, O Healthy people value & use
your good health before sickness, O People living in peace, value this peace before it is dis-
turbed. ... Value your life before Death!

Temporary Body /Permanent soul The weight of a dead body requires 4 people to be moved,
but observe how we can swiftly go about on our own 2 legs, There is ‘life’ or ‘soul, which en-
ables that. The stark truth is; we come into this world naked & will go from it, with only one
piece of cloth the shroud/kafan.

A Philosophy of ‘self-
gratification” & ‘complete annihilation after death’ with no continuity, justice (reward punish-
ment) & accountability. ii) A vague /undefined worldview of after life, which does not require
any difficult choices here & go about our daily lives in pursuit of wealth & fame. UNTIL death,
hoping that we have had the right beliefs & actions for deserving rewards in the Hereafter (if it
exists). iii) Following ‘some aspects’ ethics/morals or principles of one or more religions /
ideologies, with very limited intelligence /knowledge, based on where one is born, what one
comes across by chance, or appeals to us, or is convenient to follow. This is done since it does
not disturb /change the routines we are in & the usage of our wealth & time. All these 3 ap-
proaches have grave deficiencies having serious consequences in the hereafter of having led
our lives based on; wrong, uninformed choices without full consciousness.

Guidance of Right / Wrong & Consequences of free choice. Our Creator knows what is best for
His creation & it is incumbent upon HIM to guide us to what is in our interest. Our ways of
doing things and deeds and even our mode of thinking are under surveillance of our Lord, who
knows everything about us without our awareness.

In order to live a life aligned to HIS will & undergo this ‘Test’ for choices we make out of free
will endowed, we need to be fully guided /informed of what is Right/Wrong in all its details. HE
has therefore provided; an inner guide & external guides:-

— There are universal Rights & Wrongs taught to the conscience (inner guide) we have.
However, over time & with excessive improper thoughts/sins/moral traits, this inner
voice stops reprimanding. It can even prove to oneself, a ‘wrong’ as a ‘right’ to justify
the desires/actions performed.

Continued Awareness:- A higher & regular awareness of these matters can lead the youth
towards: Acquisition of Beneficial knowledge, Concern for Human beings, society, Principled
living & Ethical Behaviour. This can be expected to provide a ‘sense of purpose’ to life & inner
state of calm & happiness, which is pursued by all. We come ALONE & will go ALONE & be
accountable ourselves to our Creator. All relationships & comforts in being along with others, is
a false sense of security.

Though the departure is certain, the time of departure is uncertain it could be tomorrow or 50
years later & that’s what requires preparedness at all times for meeting with the Creator We
pray that we are able at death, to present our soul, back to our All Merciful creator in a state
which deserves forgiveness & eternal rewards.

There is a Real danger of reading all of this & YET continuing to live our lives in the cycle ‘as
before’ in the routines of Eat, Sleep, Have fun, Work-earn & try to Increase our status, control
&power.

We wish for all human beings a ‘Successful Life’ which achieves the Permanent rewards of the
‘Hereafter’, based on correct free choices in this ‘world’, from our Creator & Sustainer who is
very Merciful.

Engagement

Engagement is the time between acceptance of the marriage proposal (khutba) and the mar-
riage ceremony (‘agd). Once the proposal is accepted, the man and the woman are known as
“engaged to be married” or simply “engaged”. Engagement has no recognition in Islamic laws.
It is simply an agreement to marry but it is not a binding agreement, it can be broken off with
or without a reason.

Who Proposes?

Traditionally in all cultures, it is the man who proposes to the woman; and it is done either
directly by the man himself or on his behalf by his family. In words of ‘Allama Murtaza Mutahhari,
“From time immemorial man has approached woman with his proposal. Nature has imbued
woman with the disposition of a flower and made the man the nightingale, woman the lamp
and man the moth.” “This is not the case with human beings only. Other animals also behave
like this. It is always the function of the male to present himself impatiently and earnestly
before the female...” (The Rights of Women in Islam, p. 15-16). Even the Qur’an asks the men
to seek women for marriage. (See 4:3) And so, in the proposal, it is the man who initiates and
the woman who accepts.
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We have this physical world with all its mysteries in front of us that are possible for us to see.
But there is again a whole world, more enormous and much more fantastically mysterious,
that is not possible to witness through the eyesight. Lots of things do exist but are not compre-
hensible through our eyes. One of the aspects of this unseen world is the cause and effect of
our actions. Live out of Myths....

Soothsaying Fortune telling, this is defined as informing about the hidden things by maintain-
ing that the information has been received through Jinn. It is haraam to indulge in soothsaying.
It is also haraam to earn out of soothsaying. Similarly, it is also haraam to refer to a soothsayer.
Furthermore, it is even haraam to believe in what the soothsayer has said as true.

Astrology This is Haraam. It is defined as information regarding events like inflation, deflation,
heat, cold and other events relying on the movements of celestial bodies, developments in the
state of the stars like the proximity between them or the distancing between them or their
timing or other similar things with the faith that these have an effect on the events, an effect
that is either autonomous to Allah (S.W.T.) or in sharing with Allah (S.W.T.).

It is also to be noted that many claimants do not even have this knowledge of astrology. They
claim to have knowledge based on their ulterior motives. Obviously, this is also Haraam.

In the book Qasasul Ulama there is an anecdote of the period of Abbas the Safawid. A Christian
king sent a messenger to Abbas with the message that he may be given a chance to debate
with Muslim scholars and if he defeats the Muslim scholars they must all accept Christianity.
Now the person sent by the Christian king had some powers by which he was able to guess
accurately what others held in their fists.

The scholars were invited to debate with him and they included Mulla Mohsin Faiz. When the
debate began Mulla Mohsin remarked that the Christian king has sent an ordinary man instead
of a religious scholar for debate. The envoy brushed the remark aside and told him to hide
something in his fist so that he can prove his miraculous powers.

Mulla Mohsin kept the tasbih made of dust from Imam Husain (a.s.)’s grave in his fist and
challenged him to guess. The man thought for sometime but kept quiet. When Mulla urged
him to speak up he said, “According to my knowledge there is a piece of Paradise soil in your
hand but | am astonished as to where it was and how it came into your hands.” (salwat)

Mulla Mobhsin said, “You are correct! It is the dust from the grave of Imam Husain (a.s.) who
was the grandson of our Prophet (s.a.w.s.). Your statement itself proves that the Imam of Mus-
lims was on the right. Hence, you must accept Islam.”

The Christian followed his conscience and became a Muslim. He had acquired the power by
acting in contradiction to all his wishes & desires for which he was being compensated in this
world itself as he was not a believer.

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Parents have a very big responsibility of bringing up their children in a Proper manner:

0 -7 YEARS THE CHILD IS YOUR MASTER - let the child do what he wants to do. It’s the main
age to gain the trust, love and attraction of your child.

7 -14 YOU ARE THE MASTER - usually if the first step is used successfully this step shouldn’t be
hard to follow. The child who has gained his parents trust in the first stage will automatically
learn to obey his parents.

14 AND UP YOUR CHILD IS YOUR MINISTER. Ask advice from him; let him help you in making
decisions. He is going to be like your best friend.

A person can be good and do good to others but if he is proud of himself and lets everyone
know how good of a person he is then his value diminishes in the eyes of Allah. Make your child
a humble servant of Allah. Make him realize that his actions maybe praiseworthy but are there
because of the mercy of Allah.

A few things he should realize is if he is pious and when praised, his reaction should be as
follows:

— Heshould pray to Allah not to put him, in account for the compliment received (that means
he should be so humble that he should be afraid of taking the credit thinking what if he did
not deserve it).

— Should always pray to Allah to make him better,

— Should remind oneself of all the bad things he has done and nobody knows about it and
should ask forgiveness from Allah for it,

— Always keep in mind that all good things that he does is only because of the mercy of Allah
upon him,

— By doing good acts he should not feel like he has done a favour to Allah but instead he
should be happy that Allah gave him the opportunity to do the good job.

— When we help someone or do something for somebody, we expect from him appreciation
and if we do not get it, we get so upset and say, “look at him - 1 did this and this for him but
he never even thanked me.” Our children ‘s reaction will be the same if we react in this way
or if we do not explain to them - Allah gives the best of his rewards to the one he wants and
the action that was taken by you towards another, was for the pleasure of ALLAH, then why
look for a “thank you” from someone else?
