On this occasion of Hazrat Abu Talib Day, I would like to take the opportunity to mention a few 
traits of Hazrat Abu Talib, the leader of the Bani Hashim clan of the Quraysh tribe of Mecca, who 
was an important supporter of Prophet Muhammad. After Prophet Muhammad began preaching 
the message of Islam, members of other Qurayshite clans increasingly came to feel threatened by 
him. In attempts to suppress his efforts, they would lean on Abu Talib to silence his nephew or 
control him. Despite these pressures, Abu Talib maintained his support of our Prophet Muhammad, 
defending him from the other leaders of the Quraysh, until his death.

All of Hazrat Abu Talib’s sayings, his continuous jihad done for the sake of Islam, his belief in 
monotheism and in the mission of the Prophet (saw) confirm his faithfulness towards the Prophet, 
his pure progeny and his companions – values that we Shias need to definitely learn and adopt in 
our everyday lives and endeavours. I would like to re-iterate the ayat in the Quran which states “Did 
he not find you orphan and give you shelter?”. In major tafseer of both Shia and Sunni ulemas, it is 
stated that this ayat refers to the protection and shelter provided by Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s) when the 
Prophet was an orphan. Thus, this act of Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s) was called by Allah (swt) as his own 
act or the protection of Abu Talib as His own protection. This clearly goes to portray how any act 
done solely for gaining the happiness of Allah (swt) can be named by HIM as HIS OWN ACT.

One such act or deed is that of charity. In Islam, we learn that it’s very important to give help to 
others, especially if they are poor or needy. When we help others, it’s also a way to show we are 
thankful to Allah for everything He has given us – a healthy body, a family, food and shelter. We 
need to remember that we would not have anything if Allah didn’t give it to us. Imam Ali (A.S) 
mentions in Nahjul Balagha that “Defend your faith (in Allah) with the help of charity”. In the light 
of such a powerful statement, I would like to request everyone capable to come forward and help 
IWCA grow. This is a request not only for monetary donations but for voluntary opportunities as 
well, which will help spread our message and in turn encourage the betterment of the organization.

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Basics of Islam
What is Islam?

Islam is not a new religion, but the same truth that God revealed through all His prophets (Adam, 
Noah, Abraham, Moses, Jesus and more) to every people. For a fifth of the world’s population, 
Islam is both a religion and a complete way of life. Muslims follow a religion of peace, mercy and 
forgiveness, and the majorities have nothing to do with the extremely grave events, which have 
come to be associated with their faith.

Islam religion also signifies peace, fraternity and the correct understanding of the entire universe. 
Islam is a religion, which can be followed easily by everyone, everywhere, in the day-to-day life.

What does word “Islam” Mean? 

The Arabic word ‘Islam’ simply means ‘submission’, and derives from a word meaning ‘peace’. In a 
religious context it means complete submission to the will of Allah; to follow the path as ordained 
by Allah. ‘Mohammedanism’ is thus a misnomer because it suggests that Muslims worship Prophet 
Muhammad (pbuh) rather than God. ‘Allah’ is the Arabic name for God, which is used by Arab 
Muslims and Christians alike.

What do Muslims believe?

Muslims believe in One, Unique, Incomparable God; in the Angels created by Him; in the prophets 
through whom His revelations were brought to mankind; in the Day of Judgment and individual 
accountability for actions; in God’s complete authority over human destiny and in life after death. 
Muslims believe in a chain of prophets starting with Adam and including Noah, Abraham, Ishmael, 
Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, Job, Moses, Aaron, David, Solomon, Elias, Jonah, John the Baptist, and Jesus, 
peace be upon them. But God’s final message to man, a reconfirmation of the eternal message and 
a summing-up of all that has gone before was revealed to the Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) through 
Angel Gabriel.

Who is Prophet Muhammad (pbuh)? 

Prophet Muhammad (pbuh), was born in Makkah in the year 570, at a time when Christianity was 
not yet fully established in Europe. Since his father Abdullah died before his birth, and his mother 
Amina shortly afterwards, he was raised by his uncle Abu Talib father of Imam Ali (pbuh) from the 
respected tribe of Quraish. As he grew up, he became known for his truthfulness, generosity and 
sincerity, so that he was sought after for his ability to arbitrate in disputes. The historians describe 
him as calm and meditative.

Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) was of a deeply religious nature, and had long detested the decadence 
of his society. It became his habit to meditate from time to time in the Cave of Hira near the summit 
of Jabal al-Nur, the ‘Mountain of Light’ near Makkah.

What is Holy Quran?

The Holy Qur’an is a record of the exact words revealed by God through the Angel Gabriel to the 
Prophet Muhammad (pbuh). It is the prime source of every Muslim’s faith and practice. It deals with 
all the subjects, which concern us as human beings: wisdom, doctrine, worship, and law, but its 
basic theme is the relationship between God and His creatures.

Not one word of its 114 chapters (Suras), has been changed over the centuries, so that the Holy 
Qur’an is in every detail the unique and miraculous text that was revealed to Prophet Muhammad 
(pbuh) fourteen centuries ago. At the same time it provides guidelines for a just society, proper 
human conduct and an equitable economic system. 

The Book of Allah, Holy Qur’an is like an ocean. The less learned, like children; collect pebbles and 
shells from its shores. The scholars and thinkers, like pearl divers, bring out from it the highest 
philosophy, wisdom and code of a perfect way of living.

Don’t try to fit “ISLAM” in Your Life, Try to make yourself to fit in “ISLAM”. 
Law and order are made for your prosperous future and protection. 

You cannot change it due to the fact that they cannot fit into your “Desired Life Style”.
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The Greatest Guardian of Islam
Janab Hazrat Abu-Talib (a.s)

If Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) and his son (Ali (a.s.)) had not been there, Islam would not have been established and 
would never have gained so much popularity and acceptance among the people. Without doubt, Abu Talib 
(a.s.) was the refuge of Islam. He supported it and his son (Ali (a.s.)) fought in the wars of Medina, endangering 
his own life to rescue Islam and the Muslims from certain destruction. 
(Tahzeebul Mateen vol. 1 pg. 13)

Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) was born in (approximately) 526 A.D. - 35 years prior to Aamul Feel (Year of Elephant). 
At the age of 43 years, he gained his ancestral power and status. In Arabia he was remembered with the 
esteemed title - Bayzatul Balad (Light of City), Shaikh-ul- Qoreish and Raeesul Makkah (Chief of Mecca). ‘Abu 
Talib (a.s.) was amongst those who regarded wine as prohibited even in the period of ignorance just like his 
father Abdul Muttalib (a.s.).’

Our Master Muhammad [s], was an orphan. His father, Abdullah, died a short while before he was born. When 
his mother died, he was six years of age. So, his grandfather Abdul Muttalib took care of him. He liked him 
very much. He thought that Muhammad [s] would be a Prophet. Abdul Muttalib was righteous. He followed 
Ibrahim’s and Ismael’s religion. He advised his sons to follow good manners. On his deathbed, Abdul Muttalib 
said to his sons: “A grandson of mine will be a Prophet. So, he who will be present at his time must believe in 
him.” Then he turned to his son, Abu Talib, and whispered in his ear: “Abu Talib, Muhammad will be of great 
importance. So support him with your hand and tongue.

Prophet Muhammad (saw) was 8 years of age when his grandfather Abdul Muttalib died. Before he passed 
away, Hazrat Abdul Mutalib (a.s.) handed over the responsibilities of building of Mecca, safekeeping of the 
Holy Kaaba, all family affairs, lineage responsibilities, along with the scared task of the upbringing the Holy 
Prophet (s.a.w.s.) to his son Abu Talib (a.s.), who was elder to Hazrat Abdullah (a.s.). So, his uncle, Abu Talib 
took care of him. 

Abu Talib’s name was Abdul Munaf. His mother’s name was Fatima bint Amru. She belonged to the Bani 
Makhzum tribe. Abu Talib was named Shaikh al-Bat-ha. Our Master Muhammad [s] lived with his uncle. His 
uncle treated him kindly. Fatima bint Asad, his uncle’s wife, treated him kindly, too. She preferred him to all of 
her sons. So, our Master Muhammad [s] grew with a good family. Abu Talib’s love for his nephew increased 
day by day because of his good manners and great politeness.

Raising the divine trust (i.e. Prophet (s.a.w.s.)) under his guardianship was undoubtedly a thing of prestige 
and joy for Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.). However discharging this responsibility was a very critical task, which 
required ethics, beliefs and faith of the highest order. A normal person could never fulfill this responsibility. 
Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) undertook this responsibility of safeguarding the Prophet (s.a.w.s.) He not only brought 
into service his honesty, affection and forbearance to fulfill the responsibility, but apart from these qualities 
he also put his precious life in danger.

He used to protect this orphan to such an extent that wherever he would stay, he would keep Prophet (s.a.w.s.) 
also, wherever he used to eat, he offered the same to Prophet (s.a.w.s.), wherever he slept he made him 
(Prophet (s.a.w.s.)) also sleep there. Wherever he went, he took the Prophet (s.a.w.s.) along.
Ali b. Burhanuddeen Shafei in his book ‘Insanul Oyoon’ has described the benevolence of Hazrat Abu Talib 
(a.s.) towards the Prophet (s.a.w.s.) in this manner: ‘Every night Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) would ask the Prophet 
(s.a.w.s.) to go off to bed, and when everybody was asleep, Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) would make any one of his 
sons or brothers or cousins to sleep on his (s.a.w.s.) bed so that people who intended to attack the Prophet 
(s.a.w.s.) could not do so.’ It was during this period that the unbelievers of Mecca tried to trouble the Prophet 
(s.a.w.s.) in various ways. 

As time went on, Hazrat Muhammad (saw) grew up and his childhood gave place to youth, when instincts and 
potentials bloom. Hazrat Muhammad (saw) received affectionate care and attention from his uncle Hazrat 
Abu Talib ibn Abd Al-Muttalib, who, due to his moral attitudes and in obedience to his father’s emphatic 
order, protected and supported him.
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In fact, Hazrat Muhammad (saw) represented three things to Hazrat Abu Talib ibn Abd Al-Muttalib: a son, a 
reminder of his brother, Hazrat Abdullah ibn Abd Al-Muttalib, and of his father, Hazrat Abd Al-Muttalib. So 
Hazrat Muhammad (saw) became a beloved member of Hazrat Abu Talib ibn Abd Al-Muttalib’s family, lived 
in his house, and was treated as his own son. 

To Hazrat Muhammad (saw), Hazrat Abu Talib ibn Abd Al-Muttalib was an affectionate father, a loyal uncle, 
and a compassionate preceptor. These two - uncle and nephew - were so fond of each other that their lives 
seemed to be intertwined. This very intense affection had caused Hazrat Abu Talib ibn Abd Al-Muttalib to 
refuse to ever part from him.

Hazrat Muhammad’s (saw) presence in his uncle’s house was not ordinary. Signs of his greatness could be 
seen everywhere. His entrance to their house brought bountiful blessings to the house of Hazrat Abu Talib 
ibn Abd Al-Muttalib. Hazrat Fatima bint Asad has said, “From the moment that Hazrat Muhammad (saw) 
entered our home, the tree, which had dried up for years, prospered and offered fruits.”

Although the state of affairs were heartening, yet Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.), who was on his deathbed, was 
very concerned about his duty towards helping Islam and protecting the Prophet’s (s.a.w.s.) life. He was not 
concerned about his family or their economic well-being, rather he was only concerned about the well-
being of the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.s.). He feared that after him the Quraish would once again plan to harm 
the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.s.) just as they had before in Sheb-e- Abi Talib. This fear was not baseless, rather 
it stemmed from prevailing hostile conditions of the society, the opposition and differences towards the 
Prophet (s.a.w.s.), hostility of the Quraish in acceptance of Islam and other sensitive issues. Hazrat Abu Talib 
(a.s.) was trying to fulfill his duties till his last breath. While on his deathbed the first thing he did was that he 
collected all the people of his tribe and made a will to them.

Hazrat Abu Talib’s (a.s.) will

It is narrated from Maqatil that Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) made a will to Bani Hashim at the time of his death 
- ‘O Bani Hashim, if you all obey the Prophet (s.a.w.s.) and if you all believe in his truthfulness you will be 
guided.’

‘O Quraish! You are the most pious servants of Allah. I recommend Muhammad (s.a.w.s.) to you in matters 
of righteousness and virtue. He is the trusted one of Quraish and the truthful one of Arabia and he possesses 
all the virtues for which I am making a will to you. He( s.a.w.s.) has brought such good news, which has 
been accepted by your hearts, but your tongue has chosen to deny it on account of fear of taunts. On the 
contrary, I see that the weak and the defenseless have accepted his (s.a.w.s.) invitation and have testified in 
his Shariat and revere him. Thus they have become the leaders and your chiefs have been humiliated. The 
proud ones have been humbled and the humble ones have become self-sufficient. Those who distanced 
themselves from him (s.a.w.s.) are the unfortunate ones. I can see that the people of Arabia are attached to 
him (s.a.w.s.) and have expanded their hearts for his love and have very dutifully and diligently prepared 
themselves to follow him and serve him. O Quraish! Befriend Muhammad(s.a.w.s.) and supporters of 
his group. I swear by Allah those people who do not tread the path shown by him (s.a.w.s.) will not find 
guidance, and only they will accept and adhere to his ways and qualities who are virtuous. If death could 
have been delayed and there would have been some more time left in my life, I would be helping him and 
as far as possible I would have repelled all dangers from his path.’

Alas! Hazrat Abu Talib’s (a.s.) last wish was not fulfilled and death did not spare him for a moment. The 
Quraish rejected the friendly advice given to them by Hazrat Abu Talib (a.s.) and left (a.s.) and walked out 
angrily. After some time this great helper of Islam answered the call of His Lord and returned to Him. Now 
Islam was devoid of the shelter of this generous helper who for 50 years had undertaken the responsibility 
of protecting and safeguarding the Prophet of Islam (s.a.w.s.). He had taken all the blows on himself, which 
the polytheists and opponents of Islam had tried to inflict by their taunts and actions. Even in his old age 
he was enthusiastic in contributing for the progress and propagation of Islam.

Abu Talib (a.s.), who supported the Holy Prophet of Islam (saws.) in all the difficult situations, passed away 
on 26th Rajab, three years before the Hijrah.  The Prophet (saws) was deeply grieved and named this year 
as “The Year of Sadness”.

It appeared as if he was uttering some words. I greeted him with salaam and he replied 
accordingly. I enquired, “where are you going?” He retorted, “to the house of Allah (Makkah).”

I remarked, “ you are at a tender age, it is not an obligation that you are required to fulfill.” 
He said, “ i have witnessed death approach people younger than me and therefore would 
like to prepare if death was to knock on my door.”

I astoundingly commented, “ your steps are small and your destination far.” He responded,” 
my duty is to take the step and it remains the responsibility of Allah to take me to my 
destination.” 

I continue to ask,” where is your provision and conveyance.” He replied, “My Yaqeen (Belief) 
is my provision and my feet are my conveyance.”

I explained, “I am asking you regarding bread and water.” He replied! “Oh Shaykh if someone 
invited you to his house, would it be appropriate to take your own food?” 

I exclaimed, “NO!”

“Similarly, My Lord has invited His servant to His house, it is only the weakness of your 
yaqeen that makes us carry provisions. Despite this, do you think that Allah will let me go 
waste?”

“Never” I replied.

He then left. Sometime later I saw him in Makkah. He approached me and inquired, “O 
Shaykh are you still of weak belief.”

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Hijab -Not just a peice of cloth on your head
Islam is a world religion; its presence can be felt all over the world through conversion or migration. 
However, the most visible symbol of Islam’s presence in the West is the hijab—the headdress used by a 
Muslim woman to cover her head.
 
The term “hijab” literally means a cover, curtain or screen. It is not a technical term used in Islamic 
jurisprudence for the dress code of women. The term used in Islamic jurisprudence that denotes the 
conduct of unrelated men and women towards one another, and their dress code, is “satr or satir”.

In the last two decades however, the Muslims in the west, as well as the media, use the term “hijab” to 
define the headdress and the overall clothing of Muslim women. It is in this latter meaning -headdress as 
well as the overall clothing— that we have used the term “hijab”

“There is no compulsion in the religion; truly the right way has become clearly distinct from error; 
therefore, whoever disbelieves in the Shaytan and believes in Allah, he indeed has got hold onto the firmest 
rope which shall not break off; and Allah is Hearing, Knowing.”

The verse is clearly talking about rejecting the Shaytan and believing in Allah. It does not mean that a 
Muslim has a choice in whatever he or she wants to do.

Once a person has submitted to God, there is no choice left for him or her in the matters already decided by 
Allah and His Messenger. Those who refuse submission cannot be called Muslims.See the following verse 
that makes the issue of obedience clear for both men as well as women:

“And it behoves not a believing man and a believing woman that they should have any choice in their 
matter when Allah and His Messenger have decided a matter; and whoever disobeys Allah and His 
Messenger, he [or she] surely strays off a manifest straying.” (33:36)

And so the Qur’an is for all: man and woman, young and old, white and black, Arab and non-Arab, easterner 
and westerner; but it has to be studied on its own terms without imposing the personal likes or dislikes 
upon it and without strait-jacketing it into this or that ‘ism’.

Islam has strongly emphasized the concept of decency and modesty in the interaction between members 
of the opposite sex. Dress code is part of that overall teaching. 

Allah (SWT) has given equal rights to both men and women; He forbids either sex claiming supremacy 
over the other. Allah (SWT) states in the Holy Qur’an: “The most honored of you in the sight of Allah is (he 

who is) the most righteous of you.” Holy Qur’an (49:13)

There are two verses in the Qur’an in which Almighty Allah talks about the issue of decency and hijab 
as defined earlier.

The First Verse ; In Chapter 24 known as an-Nūr (the Light), in verse 30, Allah commands Prophet 
Muhammad:“Say to the believing men that: they should cast down their glances and guard their 
private parts (by being chaste). This is better for them.”

Hijab (Modesty) for Muslim Men - This is a command to Muslim men that they should not lustfully look 
at women (other than their own wives); and in order to prevent any possibility of temptation, they are 
required to cast their glances downwards.This is known as “hijab of the eyes”.
 
Hijab (Modesty) for Muslim women - Then in the next verse, Allah commands the Prophet to address the 
women:“Say to the believing women that: they should cast down their glances and guard their private 
parts (by being chaste)…” This is a similar command as given to the men in the previous verse regarding 
“hijab of the eyes”. After “hijab of the eyes” came the order describing the dress code for women:“...and not 
display their beauty except what is apparent, and they should place their khumur over their bosoms...”

By saying that, “place the khumur over the bosoms,” Almighty Allah ordered the women to let the two ends 
of their headgear extend onto their bosoms so that they conceal their ears, the neck, and the upper part of 
the bosom also.

The Second Verse; In Chapter 33 known as al-Ahzab, verse 59, Allah gives the following command to 
Prophet Muhammad “O Prophet! Say toyour wives, your daughters, and the women of the believers 
that: they should let down upon themselves their jalabib.”
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in many different patterns; 
it loosely falls from the 
shoulders and reaches the 
knees.

A loose long coat falling from 
the shoulders and reaching 
the ankles can also be worn 
with a scarf covering all the 
hair. The scarf can also have 
a veil attached to cover the 
total face (Niqab).

A scarf covering the hair fully, 
can be worn along with a loose 
shirt falling till the knees as 
trousers. (Hair should not be 
seen from below the scarf).

This Hijab commonly known 
as the "Chadar" is a single 
piece of material which falls 
from head and is draped on 
the shoulder. A scarf too can 
be worn inside it, to cover all 
the hair.

Jalabibis the plural of jilbab, which means a loose outer garment.This means that the Islamic dress code 
for women does not only consist of a scarf that covers the head, the neck and the bosom; it also includes 
the overall dress that should be long and loose.

So, for instance, the combination of a tight, short sweater with tight-fitting jeans with a scarf over the head 
does not fulfill the requirements of the Islamic dress code.

Islam is not concerned with the style as long as it fulfills the basic requirement of khimar and jilbab (as 
described above). This is where the religion and culture interact with one another, and therein lies the 
dynamic aspect of the Islamic shari‘a; and this interaction might have confused some of the so-called 
experts of Islam who erroneously believe that hijab is a cultural tradition and not a religious requirement. 

Why does Islam make hijab mandatory for women?

Islam has introduced hijab as part of the decency and modesty in interaction between members of 
the opposite sex. Verse 59 of chapter 33 quoted above gives a very good reason; it says,“This is more 
appropriate so that they may be known [as Muslim women] and thus not be harassed [or molested].”

•        Guarding oneself from the lustful looks of men.

•        Culture, which promotes nakedness, takes people nearer to the culture of animals. Wearing the Hijab, on the 	            	
          contrary, liberates women from the trap of Western fashion and maladies. It gives them greater, rather than less 	
          freedom and mobility.

•        Hijabcontributes to the stability and preservation of marriage and family by eliminating the chances of 		              	
          extramarital affairs.

•        Finally, it compels men to focus on the real personality of the woman and de-emphasizes her physical 			 
          beauty. It puts the woman in control of strangers’ reaction to her.

 Imam Jafar Sadiq (as) says: Modesty is the symbol of faith and whoever has no modesty (Hijab), has no religion.

Beauty is meant to be appreciated: True! But only by the husband. Hence 
women who truly love their husbands would never wish to be seen in public 

without Hijab.
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Spiritual attachment with the Imam of the Age (a.t.f.s.)

During the period of Ghaibat, it is the responsibility of every being, rather of every believer, that 
he establishes a spiritual contact with the Imam of the Age (a.t.f.s.). When a person acquires the 
recognition of the Imam, a unique relationship is established wherein the heart, as per its capacity 
becomes a reflection of the characteristics and ethics of the Imam (a.t.f.s.). 

Allah the Almighty informs us in the Holy Quran,’O those who believe! Be patient and enjoin 
patience amongst one another and remain in contact. And be careful of your duty to Allah lest you 
succeed.’(Surah Ale Imran (3): 200)

The above verse has been explained by the Holy Imams (a.s.) in various exegesis of the Holy Quran 
thus - O those who believe! Remain patient and steadfast during the period of Ghaibat of the Imam 
of the Age; be steadfast upon the right path as compared to your enemies and remain in contact 
with the awaited Imam. Obey the laws and regulations of Islam as laid down by Allah for surely in it 
is your success.(Tafseer al-Burhaan by Sayed Haashem al-Bahraani (r.a.) under the aforementioned 
verse)

Some people harbor the misconception that since we are living our lives in the period of the major 
occultation, it is impossible to maintain ‘contact’ with the Imam and there is no way by which we 
can have a relationship with the Imam of the Age (a.t.f.s.). It is important that we clarify this point 
over here.  

As regards the traditions that are available on this matter, it is true that during the period of the 
major occultation, the person who claims that he can meet the Hidden Imam (a.t.f.s.) whenever he 
desires is a liar. It is equally true, however, that during this period there are numerous instances of 
people having been blessed by a visit from the Imam (a.t.f.s.), either in person or through a spiritual 
experience like a dream. 

A little attention to this point will clarify all doubts about the matter of contact with the Hidden 
Imam (a.t.f.s.). For surely this grace - the opportunity to meet the Hidden Imam (a.t.f.s.) - is a direct 
consequence of the love and benevolence of the Imam (a.t.f.s.) himself. 

Secondly, it is not necessary that contact be maintained only by regular meetings in person. A 
relationship need not be established only through physical contact. Rather, a relationship through 
spiritual means can also be defined as a contact. In reality, it is the establishment of this spiritual 
relationship that confirms the distinguished status of a believer. And this is the relationship that every 
believer can establish and through which he attains such heights of recognition and eminence 
that he always perceives himself to be in the honoured presence of the Holy Imam (a.t.f.s.) and 
conducts himself and his affairs as if he is constantly under the watchful eyes of the Imam (a.t.f.s.). 

We have the example of Sayyed Ibne Taoos (r.a.) who narrates in the ‘Supplication on the Day of 
Friday’: 

‘O Allah, I seek nearness to You through a sincere heart (I consider myself lowly before your Might 
and Majesty), and to your representative - Imam-e-Zamana (a.t.f.s.) through an obedient body (my 
body is subservient to the commands of the Imam and I seek benefit from the parts of my body 
such that the Imam is pleased with my actions) and to the Holy Imams (a.s.) through a humble 
heart (I prefer them over myself and seek obedience to them).” (Jamaal al-Usboo’, pg. 152) 

Sayyed Ibne Taoos (r.a.) and praying for the Imam of the Age (a.t.f.s.)

In his book, “Jamaal al-Usboo’”, on the topic of the Etiquette of Supplication, Sayyed Ibne Taoos 
(r.a.) writes, “An important aspect to be remembered from the etiquette of supplication is that one 
should prefer supplicating for Hazrat Baqiyatullah, Imam-e-Zamana (a.t.f.s.) before seeking one’s 
own desires.” 

He continues, “At the time of seeking their desires from Allah, believers should first remember 
the desires of Imam-e-Zamana (a.t.f.s.). Thereafter, the believer should express his needs. Do not 
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perform prayers, fast or supplicate out of habit. Remember, each person is tested through his own 
actions which may lead to a false impression and one cannot rely upon such actions. Your prayers, 
fasts and supplications should principally be for the sake of Imam-e-Zamana (a.t.f.s.) and then 
for yourself. This is because the continued existence this world and its elements are contingent to 
the blessed presence of the Imam (a.t.f.s.). When your very existence is protected by the existence 
of another personality, how can it be that we prefer ourselves over that exalted personality? Rather, 
it is incumbent that we prefer his needs over our own and his desires over our own. And this action 
itself will be a measure of our servitude and obedience for surely he (a.t.f.s.) is not in need of our 
prayers and fasts. He (a.t.f.s.) is needless of them. It is we who need him (a.t.f.s.). It is through him 
that our shortcomings and defects will be corrected and we will enjoy a peaceful and happy life.” 

Imam-e-Zamana (a.t.f.s.) has true affection for those who love him. The extent of his fondness 
and the importance he gives to their remembrance in his prayers is highlighted by Allamah Majlisi 
(r.a.) and Mohaddes Noori (r.a.). They have both narrated that Sayyed Ibne Taoos (r.a.) said, ‘One 
morning, after Seher, I visited the Sardab (cellar of the house of Imam Hasan Askari (a.s.) in Samarra) 
for offering prayers when I saw that Imam-e- Zaman (a.t.f.s.) was beseeching Allah,..
 
‘O Allah! Our Shias have been created from our light and the remainder of our earth (teenat). They 
have sinned in the hope of our love and benevolence. If their sin is related to Your Exalted Self, 
then You forgive them. We will be satisfied with Your forgiveness. And if their sin is related to 
the rights of their brethren, then You correct their shortcomings and grant them from the part of 
Khums which is our right so that they may be satisfied with it. Protect them from the fire of Hell and 
do not gather them along with our enemies in Your punishment.’ 

On reflecting on the words of Imam’s (a.t.f..s.) invocation, we are overcome with shame and 
remorse. The blessed personality, whose continued presence ensures the existence of this world 
and its sustenance - the Imam of the Age (a.t.f.s.), - prays for sinners like us and seeks forgiveness 
that we may be saved from Hellfire. For us sinners, who are the direct recipients of his love and 
affection, is it right that we forget him and remove his remembrance from our hearts and minds? 
Or rather, shouldn’t we ensure that we fill our hearts and minds with his remembrance to such an 
extent that not a moment of our life passes by without his remembrance?  

O Allah! Grant us the taufeeq that we develop the sincere love of our Imam in our hearts! Aameen!

                                                                                                                RESPONSIBILITY OF PROMISES

A man is free as long as he has not made a promise to execute a certain duty. Islam has laid much 
stress on keeping promises. If a Muslim gives a promise, he cannot back out of it under any 
circumstances. A Muslim should always be attentive to his promises and undertakings.  If he does 
not keep to his word, he indeed shows indifference to the teachings of Islam. So one should never 
make promises without considering everything carefully.

If one cannot fulfill his promise it is possible that he causes irreparable loss to himself, another 
individual or to society as a whole.  And a believing Muslim is never ready to see others suffer on 
his account.

So in order to stress the importance of keeping promises, Hazrat Ali (peace be upon him) has said, 
“When you are requested something, you are free as long as you have not promised to fulfill it.  But 
the moment you accept to fulfill it, then you have made yourself slave to another and must fulfill 
your obligations.”

Therefore by making promise, man has so much responsibility that he can be said to be a slave of 
his own promise and has no alternative but to fulfill it. 

                                                                                                                                     PLACES OF ILL- REPUTE

He who places himself in a situation of ill-repute should not blame those who harbor suspicions 
about him.

One of Islamic teachings is that Muslims should not be satisfied with simply refraining from evil 
deeds. Believing Muslims should also abstain from listening to or watching others performing 
such actions. Thus one should not go and frequent places where people indulge in ugly language 
or sinful behavior.  

Imam Ali (peace be upon him) has guided his followers in these very teachings of Islam.  According 
to the Imam (a.s.), a Muslim should not go to a place where people indulge in vicious and sinful 
acts. For instance, he should not go to a gambling house or a wine shop.  By going to such places 
he exposes himself to peoples’ suspicions and slander, and in this way he brings calumny upon 
himself.  He may not be gambler or a drunkard but when he is seen in such places people may 
suspect his activities.  

It is a clear that if a man is defamed in such a situation, then he should not blame others for such 
defamation.  It is his own fault that by going to such places he has raised suspicions in other’s 
hearts and minds.

By looking upon those who are less fortunate than yourselves, you will become more grateful. 
Man should always be thankful for the gifts and blessings Allah has granted him and show that he 
appreciates those blessings. For whoever is ungrateful of Allah’s blessings will squander his gifts 
and, in the end, be deprived of greater blessings.

To appreciate Allah’s blessings, we can look towards those individuals who are less fortunate than 
ourselves – less fortunate in respect of enjoying Allah’s blessings.

Sleeping Tips / Etiquettes
 
“O you, who sleep too much and are indifferent, too much sleeping brings regret. In the grave, 
when you enter into it, there will be a long sleep after death, and a bed of sins or good deeds 
you have done will wait for you there.”

The traditions warn of too much sleeping. The Prophet (s) said, ‘Beware of too much sleeping, 
because it leaves its friend poor on the Day of Resurrection. Prophet Moses (s) had said, ‘O my 
Lord, which of Your people is the most odious to You? Allah said, ‘Carrion (sleeping) in the 
night and idle in the day.’

Imam as-Sadiq (s) said, ‘Allah hates much sleeping and much idleness.’ He also said, ‘Much 
sleeping wastes religion and life.’ The youth should spend their spare time in reading and 
acquiring good information and memorizing the suras of the Holy Qur’an because the Qur’an 
lights the heart and life. Whoever learns in his youth will make use of his knowledge when he 
grows up. The old learn nothing if they missed leaning in their youth.

Islam has not left the need of sleeping to man without directing it with special manners that 
give man a comfortable sleep and make him active in getting up. 

Here are some of these manners to be observed before going to bed:

1.  Man should go to bed after cleansing himself from sweat and unpleasant smells.

Go to bed early and avoid evenings full of play and amusement, and awake early to find all 
good before you; good health, livelihood, activity, and vitality. The moment you awaken 
from your sleep, you will understand what you have read in the previous lines about the 
disadvantages of too much sleeping and about the manners of sleeping. If you understand 
this, you will wake up at the required time.

The Holy Prophet (S.A.W.W.) said: that except for three things it is not good to keep 
awake at night, they are: (1) for Namaz-e-Shab,( Tahajjud) (2) for reciting Holy Qur’an or for  
education, and (3) for that bride who came to her husband’s house on the first night.

It is also Makrooh (NOT recommended) to sleep (a) upto sun-rise, (b) in-between Maghrib 
and Ishaa, and (c) after the time of Asr.

He should not sleep on his face and abdomen because it is the sleep of the Satan 
and is    harmful to the self and body. The believers sleep on their backs or right 
sides except if there is an excuse.
When lying, instead of thinking of what is of no benefit, Islam invites man to criticize    
himself on what he has done during his day. Imam as-Sadiq (s) said, ‘When you go to 
your bed, think of what you have done in your day and remember that you will die and 
will be resurrected to be punished.’
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IMPORTANT DAYS OF THE YEAR

                                                                            PLAN YOUR DAYS ACCORDINGLY

The ‘New Year’ in Islam is marked in a way which perhaps no other nation or community marks 
their own ‘new year’. In fact most, if not all civilizations, take this as a time of happiness and joy 
in which the people party and celebrate, committing sins most of the time. However in Islam, 
and particularly the school of the Ahlul Bayt, the new year is one which begins with grief and 
sorrow and a call to stamp out corruption, evil and sin – not to indulge in it! It is a time in which 
we not only call for the eradication of all forms of outward tyranny by whoever is enacting it over 
ANY oppressed individuals, but it is also a time to purge the inner tyranny which our own lower 
passions and desires pull us towards.

This belief is best seen in the beautiful supplication which the Prophet used to recite when he saw 
the new moon of Muharram, a portion of which reads: “O’ Allah! You are the Pre-Existing Lord and 
this is a new year so then in this (new year), I ask you for protection from the Satan and strength 
against this lower soul which pulls towards evil and that you make me busy with that which makes 
me closer to You, O’ the Noble … O’ our Lord! Do not divert our hearts after You have guided us and 
grant us, from Yourself, mercy. Surely You are The Granter.”

Yes, Imam Husain died in the plains of Kerbala on the 10th of Muharram, however, he ensured 
that his message was not limited to his time. When he was proceeding forth, he continuously 
reminded us that his mission was timeless and borderless. He sought to ensure that we too would 
be ‘Husaini’ in our outlook and efforts and that we would reject any “Yazidi” forces. 

The Imam stated, “Now know that surely the aim of my stand is not inspired by vain exultation, 
nor is it for the quest of kingdom. It is not to cause dissension, nor to spread corruption. It is also 
not for the goal to wrong anybody unjustly. Rather, the purpose of my stand is the reformation the 
Ummah (nation) of my grandfather. I only intend to enjoin good and forbid evil (and in doing so), 
emulate my grandfather, the Messenger of Allah and my father Ali ibn Abu Talib.”

He further spoke on this Divine movement and once again, generalized his struggle, a hint for us, 
by saying that, “The one who sees a tyrant leader making unlawful as lawful; violating the pledge (of 
God); opposing the Sunnah of the Prophet; ruling on the servant of Allah with sins and oppression, 
and by his words and actions does not 
oppose the leader and does not strive to reform the state of affairs, then it behooves Allah to hurl 
him into Hell along with that ‘leader’.”

The Islam is in no need for reform – there is no ‘trouble with Islam’ as some ‘enlightened’ people 
will have us believe. Rather, it is the followers who need to heed the lesson learnt through Kerbala 
and the victory of truth over falsehood – and apply it to our lives and reform ourselves.

10th Muharram – (Day of Ashura) – Martyrdom of Imam Hussain (Grandson of the Holy Prophet 
Muhammad, through his daughter, Lady Fatima and son-in-law, Imam Ali, peace be upon them 
all.  In less than half a day on the 10th of Muharram ( Ashura)  in the year 680 A.D. (61 A.H.), on 
the hot desert sands of Karbala in Iraq, Imam Hussain(as), and 72 of his family members, friends 
and followers, including his 6 month old infant son, were martyred under most gruesome 
circumstances. These included His brother Hazrat Abbas (as) the standard bearer, His young 18 
yr old son Ali Akber & his 4 year old daughter Sakina who died while in prison in Damascus. The 
Oppressive ruler; Yazid son of Mu’awiya son of Abu Sufiyan & his very large army of over 30,000 
men, committed these heinous crimes against the small group which included the household of 
the Prophet.

Focus on the great tragedy that took place on this day and avoid attending to your business/
employment matters, laughing and unnecessary discussions. Stay away from food and water until 
late afternoon.  (This is not a fast and thus should not be kept with the intention of fasting) Fasting 
is NOT recommended. Recite Salawát as many times possible.

The human being goes through a weak form of death every time he sleeps. That reminder alone is 
enough for us to be cognizant of our mortality and the transience of this world. Thus we are told to 
say the following prayer upon awakening from sleep; All Praise is for Allah who gave me life after 
death, and to Him is the return.Imam Muhammad al-Baqir (a) also says: When you wake up from 
sleep say: All Praise is for Allah who has returned my soul so I Praise Him and worship Him.

When the soul leaves the body, during sleep and at the time of death, it is God who receives the 
soul. It is the return of the soul to its original source - Surely we come from Allah and to Him we 
return. (Sura al-Baqarah, 2: 156)

Sleep has been described as a time for the body to get rid of the poisons it accumulates during the 
day. It has also been explained as necessary for the body to release its tiredness and rejuvenate 
itself. However these are physical explanations for the phenomena of sleep. The Qur’an gives us 
the spiritual understanding of sleep. It is a time when the soul leaves the body and is only partially 
connected to it for that time. It is a form of minor death, and that is why wudhu and specific prayers 
are recommended before sleeping.

When we sleep our consciousness fades and we are no longer in charge of ourselves. Our bodily 
functions are maintained but our consciousness sublimates to a different level. The soul is held in a 
different alternate state. And He it is Who takes your souls at night (in sleep), and He knows what 
you acquire in the day, then He raises you up therein that certain conditions may be fulfilled 
(Sura al-An’am, verse 60).The taking of the soul denotes a proximity to God, not of space but of 
existence. The soul is extended into a different realm of existence, a realm not familiar to the body.

Ayatullah Nasir Makarim Shirazi in Tafsire Namune explains that the connection of the body and 
soul can be in three stages:

• 	 Complete connection - when the human being is awake. The soul is with the body and performs all actions 	
	 along with it.
•	 Partial connection - when the human being is asleep. The soul leaves the body but there is some connection 	
	 to it. The person is then in a state betweenlife and death.
•	 Complete disconnection - at the time of death. The soul leaves the body and travels to the other world. It 	
	 joins the body in the grave for questioning and is then sent to the place where it will abide until the Day of 	
	 Judgment.

The Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) said
==>	 God has no mercy on one who has no mercy for others.

==>	 None of you truly believes until he wishes for his brother what he wishes for himself. 
             He who eats his fill while his neighbour goes without food is not a believer.

==>	 Powerful is not he who knocks the other down, indeed powerful is he who controls
             himself in a fit of anger.

==>	 God does not judge according to your bodies and appearances but He scans your hearts  
             and looks into your deeds.

==>	 The Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) was asked: Messenger of God, are we rewarded for 
             kindness towards animals? He said, there is a reward for kindness to every living thing.

A man walking along a path felt very thirsty. Reaching a well he descended into it, drank his fill and 
came up. Then he saw a dog with its tongue hanging out, trying to lick up mud to quench its thirst. 
The man saw that the dog was feeling the same thirst as he had felt so he went down into the well 

again and filled his shoe with water and gave the dog a drink. God forgave his sins for this action.
